BACKGROUND

Sherry Newbold filed an insurance claim against the City for an incident on June 17, 2025. The City’s
Insurance Carrier has recommended that the City disallow the claim after having reviewed the materials
provided, the circumstances described, and all available information. It was determined that the claim
does not present a basis for liability under applicable Wisconsin law.

Wisconsin Statute §893.80(1)(g) provides that a claim may be disallowed by the governing body and that
written notice of the disallowance may be served on the claimant.

A closed session has been scheduled to allow Council to discuss the claim and further consider the
recommended disallowance.

SUGGESTED MOTION

To go into closed session: Motion to convene in closed session pursuant to Wis. Stat. §19.85(1)(g) to
confer with the City Attorney who is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted
by the body with respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved; specifically concerning
the claim made by Sherry Newbold, and related legal procedures.
